Perfect Play Dough


1 cup flour


½ cup salt


1 cup water with __________ food coloring


2 teaspoons cream of tartar (found on spice isle)

1 Tablespoon oil

Cook together until heated all the way through.  (2-3 minutes)

As you mix the dough and it thickens, it will be more difficult to stir.  After it cools, you can work it together with your hands.
